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2. Partner with a long-term engagement, in which risks and benefits are shared among business, arts scene
and the city. Such as:

- Audience development and outreach

- Sofia’s Creative Spaces which serve the audiences as well as the artistic talent of Sofia’s youth (e.g.
rehearsal spaces of dance or theatre, gallery spaces, music workshops and studios, animation or game labs —
mixing artists and public).

- Sofia’s Creative Quarters (involving local neighbourhoods of Sofia and their specific, business, residents,
cultural organisation from)

- Sofia’s Creative learning initiatives (involving municipal schools, children and teenagers)
- Sofia’s Creative and Cultural Tourism services
- Creative Sofia Promotion for arts and cultural products/services

- Sofia’s Creative centres - producing contemporary arts, Sofia’s Creative Labs, Sofia’s Creative studios,
Sofia’s Creative incubators, Sofia’s Creative, clusters etc.;

The work will be structured around two ,round table” meetings to share experience, discuss concrete cases
and develop joint proposals

The two core forms of partnership presented above will be analysed by two distinct groups of pre-selected
participants. They mix representatives of local creative organisations, local business and the local authorities
and are directly involved in the context of Sofia’s creative partnerships. Besides sharing experience the groups
will contribute with specific expertise and establish direct contacts with each other in order to lift existing
barriers for cooperation or to integrate new mechanisms that facilitate Sofia’s creative partnerships. The work
groups will be supported by additional consultations for resolving concrete issues.

Two meetings are foreseen for each of the two thematic groups: 22 May and June, 5 hosted by Vaska
Emanouilova Gallery - branch of the Sofia City Art Gallery. In between the sessions additional expertise will be

sought to propose solutions or find better mechanisms for cooperation.

The topics, key insights and results from the discussions of both groups work will be shared through a
publication.

Participants contributing with a dedicated research focus on the law of patronage are Elena Pap and Plamen
Radev, founder of mime-formation Amber Theatre'

Information and Results

The external observer of the project is Victor Yankov, Deputy Director International Relations of Plovdiv 2019
European Capital of Culture. He will observe the development of the proposal from its aims to its results. His
overview will give voice to the quality of work and the engagement of the participants with addressing topical
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current problems and possible solutions that would empower the collaboration of businesses and the arts
scene benefiting the city of Sofia.

The results of the project will be presented at an open event hosted by Goethe-Institut Bulgaria on July 5, 2017.
